On Friday we also have our ANZAC whole school
assembly that will be led by the year 3 classes
and teachers. We invite you all to join us to pay
our respects to past and present service men and
women.

The year 2 students have started a two week
Water Safety program run by Royal Life Saving at
CISAC. This program is compulsory for all year 2
students and is partially funded by the ACT
Education Directorate. Children are really
enjoying this program and learning how to be
safe in or near water.

Last Thursday | attended a Leadership Forum
where the Minister for Education Yvette Berry
spoke about education in ACT public schools and
her vision for how we can make our system even
better. As we know the ACT is a highly
performing jurisdiction as measured by NAPLAN
and other external assessments against other
states and territories but there is a significant
performance gap for some of our most
vulnerable children.

At the forum the Minister and Education
Directorate Director General Natalie Howson
spoke about an aspirational future for education
and how this future needed to be informed by
people involved and invested in education.
Teachers and school leaders, school
communities, students, parents and carers, other
Government agencies — in particular Community
Services, Indigenous groups and other interested
parties will all be invited to participate in
developing this vision.

The first step for our students will be at a Student
Congress to be held on Friday 5 May. Our Prime
Minister Mariah and Deputy Prime Minister
Henry will attend the congress to represent
students at Arawang Primary School. Throughout
this term and next there will be opportunities for
all community members to have a voice and

contribute to the discussion. This is an exciting
time for public education in the ACT. We will
keep you updated as more details are provided.

We have had a number of new children join us
this term and we would like to welcome Norman
and William and their family, and Fariha Fatima
and Farin and their parents to the Arawang
community.

On Thursday 18 May from 9:30-11:00am the
school will be open to new and prospective
parents to hear about our programs and have a
tour of the school. Jeni and | will talk to parents
about our wonderful school and then parents are
invited to join us and staff for morning tea. If you
know of anyone who is interested in enrolling for
2018 please let them know about this
opportunity.

Last week the Turtles ground the leaves up and placed
them in jars with Isopropyl, this extracted the pigment
from them onto paper which was very interesting to
observe! This is called Leaf Chromotography.

Some of the children went with their families to
the Dawn Service at the War Memorial and
enjoyed sharing their reflections with the class.

SAKG RECIPE OF THE WEEK

Growing HArvesting PrepAriNg Sharing
Fragrant plum jam

Ingredients

2kg plums (halved and stoned, then each half cut
into quarters)

1 teaspoon cardamom seeds, ground (taken from
8 cardamom pods)

1lkg sugar

1/2 cup lemon juice (strained)

3 tablespoons orange blossom water

Method
In a pot, slowly bring the plum slices and ground
cardamom to the boil over very low heat.

Cook for 45 minutes, stirring frequently to
prevent the fruit from burning on the bottom of
the pan.

Once the fruit is soft and pulpy, remove the pan
from the heat. At this stage the fruit can be
rubbed through a sieve if you prefer a fine jam, or
you can use a potato masher to smooth out the
consistency.

Meanwhile, preheat the oven to 120° C. Put the
sugar in a shallow baking dish and warm in the
oven for 15 minutes. Put clean glass jars on a
baking tray and warm in the oven for at least 30
minutes.

Add the warmed sugar to the cooked fruit, and
place the pan back on the stove over a low heat.



Gently stir the sugar through the fruit until it
dissolves completely

Once the sugar has dissolved, bring the mixture
to a gentle boil, stirring frequently. Remove any
scum that forms on the top, and continue boiling
gently for a few minutes. Add the lemon juice
and boil for another 5 minutes.

Remove from heat and stir in the orange blossom
water.

Using a wide-necked funnel or small-spouted milk
jug, fill the jars with the jam and seal while still
hot, taking care not to burn your hands in the
process —the jars will be very hot!

Once the jam has cooled, label and date the jars.
The jam will keep, unopened, for up to 12
months. Refrigerate after opening and use within
three months.

You can submit orders online,
days or weeks in advance. The daily cutoff time
for orders is 9am, except for the new late order
service - see below. Simply set up an account at
www.flexischools.com.au and transfer funds into
it by credit card or EFT to create an opening
balance. Order lunches online. Top up your

account when the balance gets low. Order more
lunches. Top up again. etc

Late online orders

Flexischools has introduced an online late order
service. Ringing up for late orders will soon no
longer be available. To encourage you to be on
time, the “late order” menu is restricted to things
that can be quickly and easily prepared. No treats
or snacks are available. Late order cut off time is
11:30 am. As you can appreciate, with often over
100 lunches to prepare and pack, late orders can
interrupt the well oil oiled machinery of lunch
preparation. However we won’t let children go
hungry. The late order menu is restricted to 3
types of sandwiches, sausage rolls, party pies,
fruit and drinks.

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Student Injury

Insurance and Ambulance Transport

The ACT Education and Training Directorate does
not provide any insurance cover for injury,
disease or illness to students resulting from
school activities or school-organised excursions.
Claims for compensation are met where there is
a legal liability to do so. Liability is not automatic
and depends on the circumstances in which any
injury, disease or illness was sustained.

As there is no automatic insurance cover for
personal injury if your child is injured at school or
during a school organised activity/excursion you
should therefore consider whether taking out
personal insurance cover for your child is
warranted.

This insurance might cover contingencies
including medical/hospital expenses, ambulance
transport outside the ACT, and cancellation of
transport/accommodation or loss of/damage to

luggage.

The ACT Ambulance Service provides free
ambulance transport for students who are
injured or suddenly become ill at school or during
an approved school organised activity within the
ACT.

Death Cap Mushroom

As the Death Cap mushroom can easily be
confused with edible varieties, adults are also
strongly advised not to touch, pick or eat any wild
mushrooms. It is difficult, even for experienced
collectors, to tell the difference between the
Death Cap mushroom and edible wild
mushroomes.

All parts of the Death Cap mushroom are
poisonous and eating part of a mushroom can be
fatal. Cooking the Death Cap mushroom does
not make it safe.

If you suspect that you or one of your family
members might have eaten Death Cap
mushrooms, you should seek urgent medical
attention at a hospital emergency department.

If you believe you have spotted a Death Cap
mushroom, do not touch the mushroom with

your bare skin. If it is in your own yard, the best
option is to leave it be and make sure others stay
away from the area. The mushroom will die in a
few days.

If you believe you have spotted a Death Cap
mushroom growing in a public area, please
contact Access Canberra on 13 22 81.
